Intern must demonstrate experience shooting digital recording and with using 
basic to mid-level editing software.  

Essential Job Functions:  

 Flexible schedule 

 Able to use digital video cameras to record footage and interviews 

 Able to use basic to mid-level video editing software 

 Able to use digital cameras for shooting photographs 

 Able to complete 2 short videos (under 5 minutes) in the12 week timeframe 

Behaviors and Skills needed to successfully perform this position are:  

 Demonstrate Christian Character – Models good character in regards to work and interaction 
with others. Respectful to supervisors and co-workers. 

 Work Independently – Intern will be responsible for most of the projects with minimal 
supervision. 

 Good communicator and professional behavior - Communicates clearly and directly, 
approachable, relates well to others, engages people and helps them understand change, 
provides and seeks feedback, articulates clearly, actively listens, able to interact with staff and 
video participants 

 Creative  – able to visualize a story and complete an edited video that is clear and easy to

 Achieves results through teamwork – Is open to diverse ideas, works inclusively and 
collaboratively, holds self and others accountable, involves others to accomplish individual and 
team goals.  

 Leads through positive influence – Demonstrates strong character; builds partnerships;
